The Penrith Valley Branch of the Budgerigar Society of New South Wales invites you to join us at our 

Annual Show. 

The show will be conducted under the show rules of the Budgerigar Society of New South Wales, Inc. The 

following points should also be noted: 

¶ It is the responsibility of the exhibitor to enter their birds in the correct classes. 

¶ Novice errors MAY be corrected prior to commencement of judging at the discretion of the Show 

Manager. 

¶ No late entries or substitutes will be accepted at the time of benching. 

¶ No class changes will be allowed once judging has commenced. 

¶ All birds must be bred in the aviary of the exhibitor and rung with a BSNSW approved ring that was 

issued to the exhibitor. 

¶ Rings may be checked upon winning major awards. 

¶ All birds must be closed-rung; Any Age birds can have any year ring. 

¶ Young birds will be those with Red 2018 rings only. 

¶ Unbroken Cap birds are NOT eligible for entry in this show and will be requested to be removed 

from the show bench if they are found to be unbroken cap. 

¶ All birds may carry a split plastic ring on the other leg. 

¶ Show cages to be complete, clean, with drinker and with an approved BSNSW millet spray (Supplied by 

Penrith Valley Club.) 3 sprays per cage will be allocated to exhibitors upon receiving Stickers 

¶ Cage stickers to be placed on the bottom left hand corner of the cage. 

¶ Extra sticker with description for NSV classes to be placed on the bottom right hand corner of the cage. 

¶ Rings for award winners may be checked. All exhibitors must carry Ring Identification cards as 

required by the BSNSW, Inc.

Sale coordinator will remain present throughout the day 

 
Rules of the sale are: 

¶ On arrival the vendor must see the Sale Co-coordinator and advise the number of birds they have 

¶ The Sale Coordinator will ensure that all birds and cages meet the minimum requirements as 

described ï this includes the health of the birds. 

¶ Any birds that the Sale Coordinator deems to not be presented in a condition suitable for sale must 

be removed from the sale area 

¶ No more than 4 birds per show cage 

¶ Other cages are permitted but are not to be overcrowded 

¶ All cages are to contain seed and water 

¶ Cages are to be clearly marked with bird owners' name and the price of the birds 

¶ A $1 fee per bird will apply to each bird entered, to be paid to Sales Coordinator by end of show
